Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan addressed the council with a possibility of Floyd County Sheriff re-negotiating our contract in July.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, was present for questions. Monthly maintenance on public work’s equipment was discusses. A new hydraulic pump was installed on the Sterling dump truck, everything is in working order now. Councilmember Blickenderfer asked for an update on all equipment, Van Hauen said everything is up and in running order. Alleys being plowed was discussed along with East and West roads. 
There was no representation from PeopleService. 
New Business
Councilmember Blickenderfer made a motion to table the discussion of the Community Center Road until a later date, seconded by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried.
Council asked Martin to place the “setting date and time for public hearing on the maximum tax levy rate” on the January 16th Budget Workshop agenda to discuss it there.
David Wherry from WHK was present to address the council about the preliminary plans for the North Shore Improvement project. Discussion was made about property lines and the city entering into an easement with a property owner in the near future. No action was required.
Tom Alden had applied for the part-time seasonal snow removal and asked for $23.00/hour. Alden did assist Van Hauen during the Christmas snow blizzard. Council member Blickenderfer motioned to hire Tom Alden for snow removal at $23.00/hour, second by Pederson. All ayes, motion carried.
IMWCA had made a recommendation to the city for improvement to the cities seatbelt and return to work policies. Council member Bailey wanted to add “up to and including termination” under the seatbelt policy. Council member Blickenderfer made a motion to approve the seat belt and return to work policy with the added statement, second by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried. 
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen, to approve Resolution No. 2023-01, “Resolution Approving to Write off Bad Debt.” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Pederson, to approve Resolution No. 2023-02, “Resolution Approving to Certify to County treasurer for collection of delinquent water” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Moen, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2023-03, “Resolution Approving a transfer of fund to make sewer debt payments.” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Pederson, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2023-04, “Resolution Approving a transfer of ARP funds.” All ayes, motion carried.

Old Business

Nora Springs Park and Rec had put in an Adam’s Foundation grant for help with the sandblasting and painting of the aquatic center. Park and Rec was awarded the grant and is recommending to the council to approve Mongan Painting for   the aquatic center sandblasting/painting bid. Motion by Bailey to approve Mongan Painting for 2023 painting of the Nora Springs Aquatic Center, second by Pederson. All ayes, motion carried.
Communication Report
Martin discussed with council that the DOT every year does a bridge inspection of all bridges/spillways in Nora Springs. There is a spillway at the Shell Rock River that is needing some repairs that is recommended by the DOT. Martin asked if the council would approve applying for an Adam’s Foundation grant for this repair, council agreed. No other questions about Martin’s report.
