Department Report
Elizabeth Yaddof, Acting City Administrator, informed the Council about the two manholes on East Congress. These were not part of the 2021 Street Improvement Project and if they would like to see them raised, it would be a separate project in the spring. 
Ms. Yaddof made the Council aware of an issue at the wastewater plant. There is no heat in the effluent room and the breakers keep tripping. Tom Madden, engineer with Short, Elliot, and Hendrickson, has been contacted as the project is under warranty and he is working on getting the contractor back in to fix the problem.  
Jessie Dugan, police chief, was present and asked if any Council had questions on his report. They did not. He did provide them with the Floyd County Sheriff’s Office bill for the month of December as this was not included with their Council packet. He also stated that he drove the other police cruiser around this month and will continue to drive it for some time each month.
