Citizen Participation

Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan participated in “shop with a cop” in December along with Floyd County Sheriff. Chief Dugan has been working closely with the school district due to recent school shooting event in Perry. 
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, was not present due to illness.

Tony and Josh from PeopleService updated the council on a flow issue on 1st Street. The city’s jetter truck was discussed about possibly not fitting in the clean out. PeopleService will continue to monitor the manholes on there and will update council with any changes. Discussion was made about the three water meters for the water treatment plant. Josh has been dismantling old water meters and would like to start scraping those for the city. 
Park and Rec updated the council on Lookout Point parking lot. Council approved for park and rec to apply for funding from Adam’s Foundation for the parking lot. Koch asked questions about the number of parking spots, width of the driveway, snow removal, and where people will park while sledding in the winter. 
New Business
Discussion was made to update new council on the 1st Street Bridge and the lighting. The city paid for run the conduit if the city ever plans to put install lights. The conduit was not ran to a panel, so this is something that would need to be installed to get lights working. Koch made a motion to approve the electrical panel for the kiosk to be installed up to $1,000, second by Avery.  All ayes, motion carried. Council discussed getting an action plan together to work on getting lights on the bridge.
Mann addressed some concerns about the 1st street bridge drainage intakes not taking water. There was conversation about Mann’s concerns. Mayor Hassman advised that if the city needs to seek outside engineering assessment on the bridge to help the city, the city will hire one at that time.
Motion by Bailey, seconded by Mann, to approve Resolution No. 2024-01, “Resolution Approving to vacate part of N Gaylord and alley.” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Bailey, seconded by Koch, to approve Resolution No. 2024-02, “Resolution Approving to update bank signatures” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Bailey, seconded by Avery, to approve Resolution No. 2024-03, “Resolution Approving to designate Chelsey Wood to Shell Rock Watershed committee.” All ayes, motion carried.
