Citizen Participation

Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan presented council with a copy of the city’s ATV ordinance as there has been some voiced concerns from citizens about ATV’s in town. Council discussed updating the current ordinance to follow Iowa Code.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, is working with Pool Tech to repair the pump for the lazy river. Van Hauen also presented quotes to fix the public works windows and shop doors. Council would like to verify where the funds are coming from and possible looking into grants from updates. Mayor Hassman appointed Councilmembers Moen and Pederson to the equipment committee. They will work on a list of the equipment with 
There was no representation from PeopleService. Mayor Hassman will contact PeopleService with frustrations the council is having.
New Business
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2022-29, “Resolution Approving a Wage Increase for Chelsey Wood.” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Bailey, seconded by Moen, to approve Resolution No. 2022-30, “Resolution Approving the Renewal of Delta Dental.” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Pederson, seconded by Hicok, to approve Resolution No. 2022-31, “Resolution Approving Transfer from General Fund to Park and Rec and Veterans Memorial Funds.” All ayes, motion carried.

Council discussed the treatment of Buckthorn’s in the Adam’s Foundation woods that was gifted to the city. Adam’s Foundation will fund the removal. Blickenderfer made a motion for the removal of the Buckthorn, seconded by Hicok. All ayes, motion carried.
Old Business
Mayor Hassman introduced the first reading of the revised “An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa, 2006, by Amending Provisions pertaining to the Responsibility for Water Service Pipe.”

ORDINANCE NO. 110
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE

CITY OF NORA SPRINGS, IOWA, BY AMENDING PROVISIONS PERTAINING TO

THE RESPONSIBILTY FOR WATER SERVICE PIPE

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa:

SECTION 1.  SECTION MODIFIED.  Section 90.01 and 90.12 of the Code of Ordinance of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa, is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:


90.01(7). Curb valve means a shut off valve that has the ability to control the water supply from the water main to a building. This valve is also known as a curb stop.   
90.12 RESPONSIBILITY FOR WATER SERVICE PIPE.  All costs and expenses incident to the installation, connection, disconnection, or maintenance of the water service pipe, as defined in Chapter 90.01, from the curb valve to the building served shall be borne by the property owner.    The owner is responsible for maintaining said owner’s water service from freezing. The owner shall indemnify the City from any loss or damage that may directly or indirectly be occasioned by the installation or maintenance of said water service pipe. 

SECTION 2.  REPEALER.   All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.
SECTION 3.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision, or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision, or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 4.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its final passage, approval, and publication by law.

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen to approve the first reading on Ordinance No. 110, “An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa, 2006, by Amending Provisions Pertaining to the Responsibility for Water Service Pipe.”

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen to approve and waive the  second and third reading of Ordinance No. 110, “An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa, 2006, by Amending Provisions Pertaining to the Responsibility for Water Service Pipe.”

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Ueker, to approve and authorize the City Administrator to publish the newly adopted Ordinance No. 110, “An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa, 2006, by Amending Provisions Pertaining to the Responsibility for Water Service Pipe.”

Discussion was made about the Buffalo Run Golf Course. Mayor Hassman and the organization would raise $200,000 and then apply for the Adams Foundation. If the organization could not raise $200,000 then the funds will be given back. The organization will pay for the city ordinance to be written and will have the city and organization work together with the attorney. Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen to approve the organization to move forward with the city ordinance on the golf course and the start of fundraising. All ayes, motion carried.

Martin asked council if they would like to keep trick or treating the 31st from 5:00pm – 7:00pm, council agreed not to change it. The community room and office carpets have not been deep cleaned in a few years, Martin asked if council would agree for her to contact Heaven’s Best to clean them. Council agreed to have the carpet cleaned and for Martin to contact them. Martin stated that there have been some complaints about the deer population in the Adam’s Woods. Council discussed having a youth hunting/zoning for this to help with this. The office did not receive any bids for the old cop car or the dump truck, bids will be re-opened with no minimum bid.
