Citizen Participation

Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan will be assisting with Shop with a Copy again this year. There will be six Central Springs kids participating. Cartersville Elevator will be sponsoring the C.S. kids this year, thank you. Mayor Hassman updated the council on the upcoming 28E agreement with Floyd County.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, discussed the portable air compressor. Five out of the eight vanes around the blower are bad. Van Hauen contacted a company that has a full vanes set for $1,150.00 plus shipping. As long as Martin can find room in the budget for the new vanes, Van Hauen can order them. Pederson asked if the storm intakes were cleared out the fall, Van Hauen checked the intakes and all looked good.
Josh and Tony, Peopleservice, were present for any questions. There was a quote from Jasper for an OmniSite. Moen made a motion to purchase the Omnisite for $2,805.44, second by Pederson. All ayes, motion carried. 
There was a discussion about the upcoming parking lot project with WHKS at Lookout Point Park. There was some questions about drainage and where storm water would be diverted.
New Business
Street projects for FY25 was discussed. There are a few streets in town that have been talked about getting curb and gutter that are still not. Pederson would like to talk about getting 8th Street, S Hooker, 6th Street, and the road by the cemetery done. The homeowners would be assessed and have 10 years to pay off. This would be a project through an engineering firm to help the city.

iCap has a risk management grant every year that the city can apply for. Martin asked if there was anything the council would like her to apply for. Ideas discussed was mass texting, street signs, anything related to safety.
Cartersville Elevator submitted a letter requesting TIF funds. Council asked Martin to contact Dorsey and Whitney to get the process started. Pederson made a motion to start the process of TIF funds for Cartersville Elevator. Blickenderfer made a motion for Cartersville Elevator to utilize TIF rebate at 75% for 10 years, second by Moen. All ayes, motion carried.
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen, to approve Resolution No. 2023-37, “Resolution authorizing Angie Pippert’s Urban Revitalization three year tax abatement” All ayes, motion carried.

Martin discussed various updates for the aquatic center that would like to apply for the Adam’s Foundation for assistance. Council also discussed use for the old skate park and reaching out to a company about a possible bike playground/skate park in the Adam’s woods. Martin discussed some gWorks updates. This will need to be discussed at upcoming budget meetings. Mayor Hassman thanked the council that was leaving and their time served on the council. Blickenderfer served 20 years, Pederson served 8 years, and Moen served 4 years.
