Citizen Participation

Al Brallier addressed council about concern over the bridge sidewalks and the pedestrian bridge not being cleared of snow the last three snow events. 
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan had a busy month helping the school investigate some issues and assisted the county sheriff with items.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, and Mayor Hassman addressed the council with some issues with the removal of the snow. Discussion was made about finding a part-time seasonal employee to help with the snow removal. Van Hauen let the council know that the backhoe has metal shavings in the transmission. Council asked Van Hauen took look into options whether it be a back hoe, an end loader, or rent something for the time being. Discussion was made about looking for a middle size end loader and if the city would need to do a dig they could also rent a mini add-on. Council encouraged Van Hauen to focus on finding an employee.
There was no representation from PeopleService. Council would like to PeopleService monthly report sooner to have longer time to review it before a council meeting. This would give council time to review and email questions before the council meetings. Sludge removal was also discussed.
New Business
Council discussed a homeowner’s private water line leaking that was found while the city was repairing water leaks. The City Administrator had reached out to the homeowner the day the leak was discovered. Council would like the City Administrator to reach out to the city attorney on the next steps for the city to repair and assess to the property taxes.
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2022-38, “Resolution Approving a payroll raise for City Administrator.” All ayes, motion carried.
Street projects for FY24 was discussed. There are a few streets in town that have been talked about getting curb and gutter that are still not. Pederson would like to talk about getting 8th Street, S Hooker, 6th Street, and the road by the cemetery done. The homeowners would be assessed and have 10 years to pay off. This would be a project through an engineering firm to help the city.

Garbage contract is up with Absolute Waste April 1, 2024. Council asked to send RFP’s to local garbage collection companies and keep it the next agenda to discuss.

There was no questions about the TIF Indebtedness Certification to Floyd County. Motion by Blickenderfer to approve the 2022 TIF Indebtedness Certification to Floyd County, seconded by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried.
