Citizen Participation

Cindy Hohenfield was present on behalf of her son Chris Hohenfield. Cindy read a letter from Chris concerning sewage back-up at his home. PeopleService is aware of the issue and has been working with the homeowner to resolve the issue. The council asked PeopleService to continue investigating and find a solution as soon as possible. 
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan talked about upcoming training for single officer response training in Mitchell County sometime this summer. Koch made a motion to approve Chief Dugan to attend this training, Avery seconded the motion. All ayes, motion carried.
Council had no questions for public works. Discussion was made on three street sweeper bids that were presented. Council would like to discuss at a later date.
Tony Stonecypher and Josh Staab was present for PeopleService. PeopleService has been busy getting old water meters disassembled and ready to scrap. Tony discussed different maintenance PeopleService completed. The four water curb stands that were sticking up on Main Street were trimmed down and placed a temporary pvc cap on top. This is just a temporary fix but there is no longer a tripping hazard.
Mike Brallier updated the council on the new slide in Boulder Park. The new slide was installed and had some tightening that was done by the public works department. There was an update from Park and Rec about the Lookout Point parking lot project.
New Business
Motion by Bailey, seconded by Mann, to approve Resolution No. 2024-04, “Resolution certify to county treasurer for collections.” All ayes, motion carried.

Resolution 2024-25 does not add up. Council asked for Martin to make appropriate changes and place on March agenda.
