Citizen Participation

Al Brallier voiced his concern about the city purchasing a new dump truck before getting the old one looked at to see what it needs for repairs. He also expressed that the equipment is an ongoing maintenance issue that has not been a priority. There was statements made about the back hoe and if the city was no longer doing digs then why does the city need a new back hoe. 
Bob Axdahl thanked the council for their support in the golf association and for continuing to support them with the possible purchase of the golf course.

Janet Smallwood asked if the city would be spraying for mosquitos this year as last year it was not done often. Bill Van Hauen is working on obtaining his licenses to spray. Smallwood also voiced her concern on why the city needs a backhoe if we do not have anyone to operate it.
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan will need to order a new bullet proof vest as his has expired. There has been nothing heard from the Floyd County Sherriff about rates for FY24.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, was present for questions. Jerry and Bill went to Wisconsin to look at a dump truck for the city to purchase. Van Hauen noticed from hydraulic leaks. The company is willing to repair the issues at no cost to the city and he will purchase the truck when it’s complete.
No one was present for PeopleService. Council asked Martin to reach out to PeopleService again and ask from representation at meetings.
New Business
There is still some drainage issues at the 1st Street Bridge that needs addressed by the council. Martin reached out to SEH and was told this was outside the bridge DOT requirements and would be something the city would have to do. After some discussion, council asked Van Hauen to obtain quotes for cement work to help guide the run-off to the appropriate drainage.
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Hicok, to approve Resolution No. 2023-10, “Resolution to adopt a revision to the employee policy handbook.” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Moen, seconded by Hicok, to approve Resolution No. 2023-11, “Resolution Approving the Iowa Communities Assurance Pool (iCAP) for city’s annual insurance renewal” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2023-12, “Resolution authorizing the city attorney to file an answer to a petition filed by Minnowa Construction” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Moen, seconded by Pederson, to approve Resolution No. 2023-13, “Resolution awarding Waste Management of a three year garbage contract” Four ayes one nay (Blickenderfer), motion carried.
Old Business

There was no update on the North Shore Project. Mayor Hassman is still in the process of contacting property owners on possible easements.
Council discussed having employee contribution at 15% at the next renewal time. Motion from Bailey to have the insurance contribution stay as it is until December and at that time employee’s contribution will change, seconded by Blickenderfer. All ayes, motion carried.
Communication Report
Council asked Martin for an update on the golf course. Martin let them know that the Cerro Gordo County Supervisors were not interested in annexing the golf course at this time. Mayor Hassman let council know the associate is still actively working towards purchasing the course. Martin discussed the new valuations and how it affected the FY24 budget. April’s meeting the council will need to vote on the FY24 budget and vote on the FY23 budget amendment.
