Mayor Hassman opened the public hearing at 7:08 p.m.  Mayor Hassman asked the City Administrator whether she has received any written comments or objections.  None had been received. The City needed to amend the expected expenditures and revenues due to the larger purchases such as a newer dump/plow truck and park and rec projects.  Mayor Hassman asks the public whether they have any comments or objections.  None were heard.  Mayor Hassman closed the Public Hearing at 7:09 p.m.

Citizen Participation

Kathy Scott thanked the council for reviewing the insurance of the city employees. Scott also expressed that the city vehicles get serviced on a timely manner to prevent higher cost repairs. Scott also asked the council to review Jerry Calverts wages as he is paid less than the seasonal part time public works employee.
Cindy Hohenfield was present to discuss an update on 8th St sewer lines. CIT was hired to camera the city line and was found to have some roots, some surface damage, and a tap intruding into the main. Cindy requested a plan to correct the issues and expressed her concern about the line not being jetted and having possible back-up again. Moen talked about possible fixes and that PeopleService can call in locates to see what is going on with that sewer line and get estimates of repair cost.
Kristen and Larry Ott were present to discuss a bill for a dig at their residence. The city, in December, required the Ott’s to hire someone to dig at 716 N Shellrock as there was a leak on the homeowners side. The water had been shut off at that residence since October 2022. PeopleService was present when the excavator hired by the Ott’s to turn the water on and off at the curbstand. Van Hauen was present at the original dig and explained what was heard and what was done. Ott’s again asked if the council would pay her digging bill since there was no leak found. Council said no. Three weeks had pasted since the dig was done and the Ott’s hired someone to dig their line. In the three weeks, council does not know if someone fixed a leak inside the house. 

Marilea Kinseth lives on Rock Grove and asked council if they would contact Alliant Energy to place a street light by the railroad tracks on Rock Grove. That area gets very dark and having a light would be a safety improvement to the area. Martin was asked to contact Alliant Energy.
Al Brallier voiced his concern about hiring digs as the liability is still on the city. Having the city dig would be cheaper than hiring a private contractor. Brallier also voiced his concern about the maintenance of the city equipment and taking care of the equipment despite the age of the equipment. He thanked the council for listening. Brallier asked about the storm sirens and bridge lights. Martin has contacted EMS for a storm siren.
Dain Mann spoke about the city still having liability because the sewer and water lines are still city property. He also stated that having the public works director present at digs and present at other things it would eliminate confusion.

Ryan Koch was present to discuss an issue with North Iowa Electric’s grinder pump that was installed at their work shed. There is no sewage hook up yet but they are having sewage back up. Dain Mann suggested having the line jetted to clear out the line since the line is pressurized and not in working order yet. PeopleService will investigate the issue and report it back.
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan will need to order a new bullet proof vest as his has expired. Moen made a motion to approve the purchase of a new vest, second by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried. 
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, was present for questions. Van Hauen presented two bids for concrete work at the 1st Street Bridge to help direct the water away from the road and to the drainage curtain. Pederson made a motion to approve the hire of Kuppinger Concrete for $7,025.00, second by Moen. All ayes, motion carried. There was a questions about placing a “No Parking” sign at the new bridge. Martin will work with Van Hauen to get a sign. Van Hauen also had two quotes for repairing the back hoe. Council asked Van Hauen to reach out to the two person for a different quote.
Kohl Avery was present for PeopleService. The hauling of sludge was discussed. Jason Pippert gave a quote of .04 cents per gallon that was a very low cost. PeopleService use to haul sludge but with the new plant, the sludge is five times more. For PeopleService to remove and knife in 2,700 gallons of sludge, it would take 8 hours for two employees. Council agreed for PeopleService to hire Pipperts to haul sludge up to $2,800 or 70,000 gallons. The mayor stated that the mayor, city administrator, and a few council had a meeting with PeopleService to discuss on going issues with council and PeopleService. 
New Business
Motion by Moen, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2023-14(a), “Resolution to approve Max Property Tax Dollars FY24.” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Moen, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2023-16, “Resolution to approve entering a 28E Agreement with Floyd County Secondary Roads.” All ayes, motion carried.

Discussion was made about Resolution 2023-17, acquiring the golf course. Mayor Hassman pointed out some errors in the resolution to council. Council asked for a special meeting as there are too many errors in the resolution. 
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen, to approve Resolution No. 2023-18, “Resolution authorizing Ryan and Kendra Kelley’s Urban Revitalization three year tax abatement” All ayes, motion carried. 
Martin asked council what their plans are for the Adam’s woods gifted to the city. There was a person interested in purchasing it for a business and converting some of it to a camp ground. Council would like to see proposals and would keep an open mind.
North Iowa Electric would like to purchase a small corner of the city shed property to expand their parking lot and to add more storage. Martin will contact the city attorney and get that process in motion.

Council member Pederson would like to discuss finishing the city roads that need curb and gutter. This would be a larger project as the homeowner’s would be responsible for a certain percentage. This would include engineering cost, attorney cost, residents being assessed the cost, ex. 

Nora Springs Sesquicentennial is 2025. Pederson would like to see if the city can get residents involved in a committee.

Old Business

There was no update on the North Shore Project. Mayor Hassman is still in the process of contacting property owners on possible easements. 
Communication Report
Martin asked council when large item pick up would be. Waste Management have May 20th and June 10th, Martin suggested June 10th because Central Springs graduation is May 21st. Council agreed, large item pick up will be June 10th. This will be placed on May’s water bills for residents to know. The council asked to advertise for a zoning administrator. The current one is Doug Schrage.
