Citizen Participation

Al Brallier mentioned that the storm sirens needed maintained/lubricated every year.
Department Reports
Don True, from People Service, was available for questions. Council Blickenderfer asked questions about People Service monthly reports and bills they had paid. There was discussion on the city owned jetter truck not in working order and having the truck repaired. A previous bill from Popp’s excavating was discussed. Martin, City Administrator, received a letter from Steve Robinette, Iowa Region Manager for People Service, proposing to have People Service responsible for two-thirds of the $4,475 and the City be responsible for the remaining one-third. Blickenderfer made a motion of approve the city paying $1,491 of the stand by fees for Popp’s Excavation and People Service paying $2,983 of the bill. Pederson seconded the motion. All ayes, motion carried.
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, asked if the Council had any questions about his report. There were none. Chief Dugan discussed training he will be attending in April.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, updated the council on tasks that he has completed his first week working for the city. Van Hauen stated the boom truck was in need of extensive repairs. The truck was going through 1 gallon of oil per lift.
New Business
William Baresel addressed the council about an ongoing dispute between Minnowa and SEH about a $250,000 bill. Josh, SEH representative, discussed a discrepancy about the center line with the road and the bridge. SEH agreed with the center line discrepancy and fixed their error within 24 hours of being notified. Minnowa is asking for $250,000 for delay fees caused by this error. Baresel discussed three options the city could pursue: Option 1, have a Minnowa representative attend a council meeting addressing why the city should pay this amount. Option 2, set up a mediation meeting. Or Option 3, tell Minnowa to bring suit. Blickenderfer made a motion to pursue a suit with Minnowa, Moen seconded the motion. All ayes, motion carried. Mayor Hassman stated that the city is in the middle of the possible suit and believes this is between Minnowa and SEH.
Mickey Wells and Charlotte Ranney was present to discuss the gate at the wastewater plant. The City has an easement with the property owners for the driveway to the wastewater plant. They are asking for the gate to be closed each night. Wells stated that if the gate was to be locked he and Ranney would need to a key. People Service commented that they could not have a key as that is a master lock to all the water/wastewater facilities in Nora Springs. People Service will shut the gate every day when they leave Nora Springs.    

Council questioned Baresel about a large bill the city received. Baresel explained there was a new billing system at his office and found there was an error with Nora Springs billing. This has since been resolved and should have no other problems.
Mayor Hassman addressed the council about the Square system for the aquatic center. There has been some concerns brought from the attorney and state auditors. Colleen Brialler will look into purchasing updated registers with credit card capabilities for the aquatic center. 
Pool Tech gave an estimate of $1,900.00 to open the aquatic center for the 2022 season. Moen made a motion to hire Pool Tech to open the aquatic center for the 2022 season by May 28th, second by Bailey. Four ayes, one nay (Blickenderfer), motion carried.
Bailey stated he would abstain from voting due to conflict of interest. The city shed right now does not have internet but has fiber optics ran out to the shed. Omnitel estimated it would cost around $90.00 a month. Moen made a motion to have Omnitel install internet at 935 W Congress for the city, second by Pederson. Four ayes, motion carried.
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Pederson, to approve Resolution 2022-17, “A Resolution Authorizing First Security Bank and Trust Bank Branch of Nora Springs, Iowa and Iowa Public Trust Agency of Des Moines, Iowa as the Depositories with signatures of the Mayor, Mayor Pro-tem and one City Council Member, and the City Administrator, and the Administrative Assistant to include two signatures on each check.” All ayes, motion carried.
Motion by Pederson, seconded by Blickenderfer, to approve Resolution No. 2022-18, “Resolution Authorizing the payment of claims prior to council approval.” All ayes, motion carried.
Old Business
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded Bailey to approve entering into a printer agreement with Access Systems. All ayes, motion carried.
There was discussion on updating the city’s water meters with auto radio reads. Council asked City Administrator Martin to reach out to the two companies with questions and bring this back next month to discuss.
No update on 1st State Bridge Project
WHKS asked Mehmert Tiling to submit an estimate to complete curb and gutter on 6th St NW. David Wherry, WHKS rep, would not recommend the city to go forward with the estimate due to the estimate cost.
Communication Report
Council did not have any questions regarding the City Administrator Report.
