Citizen Participation

No citizens participated.
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, asked if the Council had any questions about his report. There were none. Chief Dugan discussed training he attended in April.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, discussed different options for the LED stop sign at the aquatic center. The original idea was to have a two sided LED stop sign that the aquatic center employees moved to the center of the road when the aquatic center was open. The box that was made for the battery, two signs, and solar panel causes the sign to be big, bulky, and heavy to move. There is a concern about a semi or truck hitting the sign and breaking it. Van Hauen suggested having two LED signs that swivel so when the signs need to be used the employees can swivel them toward the road and turn on the LED’s. An additional battery, solar panel, and work will need to be done if the council would like to go with this option. Pederson made a motion to purchase necessary items to complete the swiveling stop signs for the aquatic center; Moen seconded. All ayes, motion carried.
Van Hauen presented three different quotes for hot water pressure washer. Pederson made a motion to purchase an Alk 420x4 230V/1ph/30A with an additional 100 ft hose for $5,736 from Express Pressure Washers, Inc; Blickenderfer seconded the motion. All ayes, motion carried.
Upgraded LED lighting for the public works shop will be placed on June’s agenda for further discussion.

Discuss was made on the crack fill quote presented to council. Council would like this on the next agenda with another quote to compare with. Van Hauen contacted Heartland Asphalt for a quote on various street patch work around Nora Springs. Blickenderfer made a motion to approve the proposal from Heartland for $16,230.00; second by Hicok. All ayes, motion carried.
New Business
Discussion was made about attorney claims with Minnowa and SEH settlement. Council agreed to stay with the April discuss and to not take action until suit is brought forward. A copy of April’s meeting minutes are as followed: William Baresel addressed the council about an ongoing dispute between Minnowa and SEH about a $250,000 bill. Josh, SEH representative, discussed a discrepancy about the center line with the road and the bridge. SEH agreed with the center line discrepancy and fixed their error within 24 hours of being notified. Minnowa is asking for $250,000 for delay fees caused by this error. Baresel discussed three options the city could pursue: Option 1, have a Minnowa representative attend a council meeting addressing why the city should pay this amount. Option 2, set up a mediation meeting. Or Option 3, tell Minnowa to bring suit. Blickenderfer made a motion to have Minnowa bring suit, Moen seconded the motion. All ayes, motion carried. Mayor Hassman stated that the city is in the middle of the possible suit and believes this is between Minnowa and SEH.
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2022-20, “Resolution Approving Wage Increase for Bill Vah Hauen.” All ayes, motion carried.
Old Business
Martin asked some questions about the 6th Street curb and gutter/parking lot project. There was no new discussion. 

There was discussion on updating the city’s water meters with auto radio reads. Martin had a chance to contact both companies and presented a breakdown of cost for radio read and a fixed base option. Council asked Martin to contact PeopleService about the radio reads. The PeopleService contract now states that a person will spend two days a month reading meters but if the city upgrades to radio reads this could affect the contract. Martin will reach out to PeopleService.
Communication Report
Council did not have any questions regarding the City Administrator Report. Mayor Hassman noted that Martin will be attending clerk schooling in July and continues to look for an administrative assistant.
