Citizen Participation

Kathy Scott asked about filling pot holes through out town. She noticed that the smaller ones have been taken care of but there are large ones that still need attention.
Barb Schmidt addressed the council with her desire to vacate the undeveloped street next to her property. After the city vacates it, she would like to purchase it. Council asked Schmidt to contact the planning and zoning and start with them.
Dave Dutcher expressed his concern about the road on 4th Street SW. The street is full of pot holes. He also asked if the city could level out the dirt from last year’s dig.
Cindy Hohenfield asked the council if there was any update on the 8th Street. PeopleService has asked three businesses for quotes and has received one back. 
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, new vest is on back order for 6-8 weeks. Chief Dugan, along with several local departments, assisted in a local drug operation in April. There was also discussion on the radio update with the county.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, was present for questions. Van Hauen interviewed a seasonal canidate April 12th and would like to offer the position to them. Moen made a motion to hire Nick Ramon for the seasonal part time public works employee for 30 hours a week, on-call in the winter, and at $21.00 an hour, second by Hicok. All ayes, motion carried
Kohl Avery was present for any questions for PeopleService. Council questioned why there was no budget items in the packet. Avery informed council that HR had not approved the report and will double up next month.
New Business
ORDINANCE NO.  111

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NORA SPRINGS, IOWA, BY AMENDING COLLECTION FEES SECTION PERTAININING TO COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE.

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa:

SECTION 1.  SECTION MODIFIED.  Chapter 106, Section 106.08 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa, is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:

106.08 COLLECTION FEES.  The collection and disposal of solid waste as provided by this chapter are declared to be beneficial to the property served or eligible to be served and there shall be levied and collected fees therefore in accordance with the following:

(Goreham vs. Des Moines, 1970, 179 NW 2nd, 449)

1. Fee for Collection.  The fee for solid waste collection and disposal service,

used or available, is based on the service level requested:

A.  Bag pickup, using authorized bags purchased from local business -- $10.00 per month, 

B. 32-gallon cart, provided by the solid waste contractor -- $13.35 per month,

C. 64-gallon cart, provided by the solid waste contractor -- $15.35 per month,

D. 96-gallon cart, provided by the solid waste contractor -- $17.35 per month,

2. Landfill fee -- $2.50 per month

3. Payment of Bills.  All fees are due and payable under the same terms and 

             conditions provided for payment of a combined service account as contained in 

             Section 92.03 of this Code of Ordinances.  Solid waste collection service may be 

             discontinued in accordance with the provisions contained in Section 92.04 if the 

             combined service account become delinquent, and the provisions contained in 

             Section 92.07 relating to lien notices shall also apply in the event of a delinquent    

             account.

SECTION 2.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its 

final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

Passed by the Council the 9th day of May 2023, and approved this 9th day of May, 2023.

Blickenderfer made a motion to published Ordinance No. 111, second by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried.

Martin discussed with council about the cities current Urban Revitalization Plan either needing updated/amended or doing a complete over haul of the plan. Martin also asked if council still agree that the city of Nora Springs is a blight community. Moen made a motion to recognize that Nora Springs is a blight community and to update the Urban Revit Plan as it has been in the past, second by Pederson. All ayes, motion carried. Discussion was made about the city’s Urban Renewal. Moen made a motion to update the Urban Renewal to include 10 year 100%, second by Pederson. All ayes, motion carried.
Old Business

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen, to approve Resolution No. 2023-19, “Resolution Acquiring Golf Course” All ayes, motion carried.
Communication Report
Martin asked council if they would be interested in putting a water tag fee in the city water ordinance. Martin explained the process of utility billing and tagging delinquent accounts before shutting them off. Council asked how long the city has been tagging and not shutting off on the 28th, Martin did not know. Council discussed this and asked Martin to let PeopleService know that there will be no more tagging delinquent residents, to shut them off.
