Citizen Participation
Cindy Hohenfield asked the council if there was any update on the 8th Street. PeopleService has asked three businesses for quotes and has received two back. 
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, attended two trainings in May. One in Mitchell county and Floyd county.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, approached the council about purchasing a larger snow bucket for the skid loader. Blickenderfer made a motion to purchase the bucket for $500, second my Moen. All ayes, motion carried.
Van Hauen discussed various storm water sewer lines that are in need of repair. There is also a culvert on 9th Street that is collapsed and is washing out the gravel. Council asked Van Hauen to collect quotes on storm sewer repairs and present it at next council meeting.

There was also discussion on CPO training for Nick Ramon. Van Hauen is the only certified CPO but is allowed to have people work under his licenses. Council agreed to have Ramon attend CPO class in June at Fort Dodge.

Three bids for Boulder park restroom light repair was presented. Blickenderfer made a motion to hire Swanson Electric, second by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried.
Kohl Avery was present for any questions for PeopleService. The lift station on 1st Street pumps were seized up and pulled out. Right now there is the city’s back up pump that has been installed to get the lift station back on line. PeopleService contacted Quality Pump for a quote on two pumps. Council asked if the city had money for this bill. Martin explained that there was some set as for emergencies but that would leave minimum moneies for correcting the problem on 8th Street. Pederson made a motion to order two new pumps from Quality Pump, second by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried. Council discussed 8th street, council wanted to know if the city paid to remove the 45 and replace it with a 90 degree would this fix the problem. PeopleService explained that this would not be a guaranteed fix. After more discussion; Moen made a motion to hire Cooper Excavating to cut out the 45 and replace with a 90, then camera the line for the next step, second by Blickenderfer. All ayes, motion carried.
New Business



Motion by Moen, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2023-20, “Resolution Adopting Floyd County Multi-Jurisdictional Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan” All ayes, motion carried.
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen, to approve Resolution No. 2023-21, “Resolution updating City of Nora Springs Credit Card Policy” All ayes, motion carried.
Resolution No. 2023-22, “Resolution pay increase for Bill Van Hauen” was discussed. Council asked Martin to review Van Hauen’s employment offer to verify the pay increase. Tabled until next meeting.
Park and Rec approved Schroeder Concrete to complete the bench/table pads throughout Nora Springs. Blickenderfer made a motion to approve Schroeder Concrete for this project, second by Pederson. Three ayes, two nays (Bailey, Moen), motion carried.

There was discussion about 1st street bridge homeowner concerns not being met. Once the cement work is done at the bridge council would like to meet with Dain Mann to get more details about his concerns.
Old Business

Martin is still working with Dorsey and Whitney to updating the city’s TIF Urban Revitalization and Urban Renewal plans.
Communication Report
Martin presented council with two different quotes for mass text/notification companies. Council asked Martin to look into possible grants for the startup fee. The city’s fax machine has not been working for some time, the new printer does have faxing capibilities and the city would be able to eliminate the fax line with Omnitel. Council gave Martin to ok to contact Access to add faxing to the printer machine.
Mayor Hassman requested a special meeting for June 20th at 6:30pm to discuss the attorney’s answers to Minnowa Construction.
