Citizen Participation

No citizens participated.
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, asked if the Council had any questions about his report. There were none. 
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, informed council that the parts for the LED sign at the aquatic center will be shipped around July 4th. The other stop sign was delivered 6/14 and will put the LED stop signs together when all parts are in.
Van Hauen presented two different bids for LED lights at the public works building. Pederson made a motion to approve the North Iowa Electric LLC bid for $9,104.91; second by Moen. All ayes, motion carried.
Three bids were presented for used back hoes along with a bid for a new one with a warranty. Council would like more information before making a decision. Council asked Martin to get an estimate on monies used the last five years for digs and asked Van Hauen to continue looking for used back hoes.
Steve Robinette from PeopleService was present along with Kohl Avery. Discussion was made by council about possible water loss within the city and would like a resolution. A leak detection will be arranged by PeopleService for the city.
New Business
Renee Bartling submitted a letter of recommending Vicki Pederson to fill a vacancy on the Library Board. Motion by Blickenderfer to approve the recommendation for Vicki Pederson to represent the Nora Springs Public Library as a trustee; second by Moen. All ayes, motion carried.
Ashley Kohler came to the council asking for an exception for her summer nanny on their family member at the aquatic center. Kohler presented the council with area pools allowing/not allowing the option to add a babysitter/grandparent. After a long discussion is was determined that there would be no exceptions made. 
Martin asked for guidance about the aquatic center budget and how to handle billing questions. Council gave guidance on the aquatic center budget and proposed to look at increasing expenses for the coming fiscal year.

Discussion was made about the Ordinance 104 about curb stand repairs. Blickenderfer made a motion to table the discussion until more information is presented; seconded by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried
Drainage on 1st Street Bridge is still causing issues. The grass was never established and is being washed away with heavy rain. Council asked Martin to contact the homeowner for his input on the solution. This will be placed again on July’s agenda.

Old Business
Martin presented Change Order 1 for the Old Mill Pond Park Improvements Project. WHKS is asking for an extension on the completion date from May 27th to June 13th. Blickenderfer made a motion to accept the extension to June 13th, seconded by Moen. All ayes, motion carried. 

Martin had a chance to discuss the contract between the city of Nora Springs and PeopleService if the city decided to upgrade to a fixed base utility reading system. PeopleService will do an amendment to the current contract when the new system is in place with a $500 per month reduction. Moen made a motion to accept Municipal Supply quote for $152,702.25 for a fixed base radio read water system using ARP funds, seconded by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried.
Communication Report
The State Auditors will no longer be offering audits for cities. Martin will be working on mailing out RFP’s to local accounting firms and will keep the council updated. Martin also presented an email from Absolute Waste about an increase in landfill pricing. The current garbage rates for the city will not cover this increase. Council asked Martin to work on an ordinance amendment for the garbage fees.
