Citizen Participation
Al Brallier expressed concern about the mowing around his ditch on E Congress Street. The hill is on the right-of-way but is very steep; in the past the city had this mowed by a local farmer. Council said Brallier could contact someone and present it to the council for review.
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, stated fireman’s ball went well. Mayor Hassman has been in contact with the Sherriff about updating their current rate. 
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, approached the council about purchasing a larger snow bucket for the skid loader. Moen made a motion to purchase the bucket for $800, second by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried.
There is a small bridge on West Drive that is eroding. Van Hauen and Martin had met with Floyd County to look over the bridge. There was discussion on some temporary fixes, including digging each corner of the bridge and re-inforcing them with re-bar and cement. Council asked Martin to reach out to SEH about possibly engineering a big box culvert there.
Van Hauen presented the council with a quote from Visu-Sewer for televising some sanitary sewer line in town. Blickenderfer made a motion to hire Visu-Sewer for televising sanitary sewer lines, second by Pederson. Four ayes, motion carried. Moen sustained due to conflict of interest.
There was also an update on the 8th street. Cooper Excavating repaired the line and jetted the line. Cooper suggested hiring a commercial jetting company to get the line and roots cleared. 
Kohl Avery was present for any questions for PeopleService. The lift station pumps have been replaced. DNR was present in Nora Springs to perform an audit. Discussion was made about water meters on the wells. There was some questions about dirt being hauled in over a force main. Martin will look into where the force main is and if the city has an easement.
 Sabrina Howes was present to give an update on the pool committee. Howes stated there was fails in check and balances between the city and the committee. Bailey stating going forward there needs to be better communication, the city staff needs employee paperwork in before any training or employee working. Council thanked Howes for the update and for coming to the meeting.

New Business

Motion by Bailey, seconded by Pederson, to approve Resolution No. 2023-24, “Resolution certifying delinquent utilities to county treasurer” All ayes, motion carried.
Motion by Moen, seconded by Hicok, to approve Resolution No. 2023-25, “Resolution for option to purchase real estate, golf course” All ayes, motion carried.

Professional Services Agreement was presented to council for a parking lot at Lookout Point Park. Council questioned if this project would have curb and gutter. There was a citizen comment about having curb out there and not being able to turn the trailer around without hitting a curb. Council also discussed having other engineering firms bidding the project. Motion by Moen to send out RFP’s, second by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried. 
Old Business

Martin is still working with Dorsey and Whitney to updating the city’s TIF Urban Revitalization and Urban Renewal plans.
Communication Report
Martin has been in contact with property owner about re-establishing property lines. Martin has reached out to SEH to ask about surveying and re-establishing lot lines. The library has two CD’s and would like to re-invest one CD that has matured into a different bank with better interest rates. Council discussed having the monies invested with someone that is FDIC insured and to work closely with Martin. Martin presented the council with a bill from Angie Pippert on her time working with the pool on concessions. Martin expressed that there was no money left in the pool budget and could pay her out of a miscellaneous fund. Motion by Pederson to pay Pippert out of pool fund, second by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried.
