Citizen Participation

Al Brailler asked about the storm siren at the wastewater plant. He addressed the council earlier about it not being there and/or not working. Council will look into this. Brailler also discussed the dying crab apple trees on the east and west side of town and seeing if the city could look into a grant for trees.
Dain Mann addressed the council about the drainage issue with the 1st St Bridge. There was a lengthy discussion about the drainage issues at the bridge with resident Dain Mann, Josh Tarbell with SEH, and the council. 

Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan discussed the radio in the Ford Explorer was not working as well as it should. Chief Dugan will get some quotes and present it at the next council meeting.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, discussed the LED stop sign at the aquatic center. Motion by Moen, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2022-21, “Resolution Approving a Seasonal LED Stop Sign at The Aquatic Center.” All ayes, motion carried.
Van Hauen presented two more bids for backhoes at council request. Council Pederson discussed waiting for budget time to discuss the option of equipment. The council would like to have Van Hauen work on an equipment priority list. There was discussion about a tree chipper, old Ford truck, and a standing lawn mower. None of this equipment is operable and Van Hauen asked council thoughts on what to do with them.
Kohl Avery was present for PeopleService. There was concern about a large amount of lights being left on at the wastewater plant. Avery will discuss this with Don True. Council Bailey asked about a 1st St Manhole clean out and if PeopleService was still going to clean this out on a quarterly basis. Council Moen asked about a water loss survey, Avery will look into this with Steve Robinette PeopleService.

Motion by Bailey, seconded by Pederson, to approve Resolution No. 2022-22, “Resolution Approving Easement for 217 1st St SE.” All ayes, motion carried.

ORDINANCE NO.  108

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NORA SPRINGS, IOWA, BY AMENDING COLLECTION FEES SECTION PERTAININING TO COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE.

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa:

SECTION 1.  SECTION MODIFIED.  Chapter 106, Section 106.08 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Nora Springs, Iowa, is repealed and the following adopted in lieu thereof:

106.08 COLLECTION FEES.  The collection and disposal of solid waste as provided by this chapter are declared to be beneficial to the property served or eligible to be served and there shall be levied and collected fees therefore in accordance with the following:

(Goreham vs. Des Moines, 1970, 179 NW 2nd, 449)

1. Fee for Collection.  The fee for solid waste collection and disposal service,

used or available, is based on the service level requested:

A.  Bag pickup, using authorized bags purchased from local business -- $9.15 per month, with a fifty cent increase in both 2023 and 2024 years

B. 32-gallon cart, provided by the solid waste contractor -- $13.55 per month,

                        with a fifty cent increase in both 2023 and 2024 years

C. 64-gallon cart, provided by the solid waste contractor -- $15.60 per month,

                        with a fifty cent increase in both 2023 and 2024 years

D. 96-gallon cart, provided by the solid waste contractor -- $16.65 per month,

                       with a fifty cent increase in both 2023 and 2024 years

2. Landfill fee -- $2.50 per month

3. Payment of Bills.  All fees are due and payable under the same terms and 

             conditions provided for payment of a combined service account as contained in 

             Section 92.03 of this Code of Ordinances.  Solid waste collection service may be 

             discontinued in accordance with the provisions contained in Section 92.04 if the 

             combined service account become delinquent, and the provisions contained in 

             Section 92.07 relating to lien notices shall also apply in the event of a delinquent    

             account.

SECTION 2.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after its 

final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.

Passed by the Council the 12th day of July, 2022, and approved this 12th day of  July, 2022.

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve and authorize the City Administrator to publish the newly adopted Ordinance No. 108, “An Ordinance, Amending Collection Fees Section Pertaining to Collection of Solid Waste.”
Roll Call Vote:  Ayes:  Pederson, Moen, Blickenderfer, and Bailey.  Nays:  None.                                          

Vote:  4 ayes, motion carried.

Martin presented the council with a water rate sheet showing the current water budget and what our base/usage rates should be to cover that budget. Council Blickenderfer stated the inflation rate is 8% and the city needs to stay consistent with increasing and inflation cost. Council advised Martin to place the annual 3% increase on water/sewer according to the city’s ordinance.
Park and Rec was approached by a resident asking to install a light at Lookout Point. Council asked Martin or Van Hauen to contact Alliant about this.
Old Business
Discussion of 1st Street Bridge was in citizen participation with Dain Mann.
Ordinance 104, curb stand repairs was presented to council. Discussion was made about why the ordinance was first done and why some council members felt it should be rescinded. This will be placed on future agendas for more discussion.
Communication Report
Martin updated council about the RFP’s sent out for the city’s annual audit. Martin stated she will be placing tree removal on future agendas. Emerald Ash borer is in Floyd county and surrounding communities are starting to take down Ash trees. This will be a large expense and Martin will continue looking into grants/funding for this.
