Citizen Participation

David Wherry from WHKS was present with semi-pay final pay estimate for the Old Mill Pond project. Wherry supplied copies of amendment of service agreement and resolution that will be placed on the August agenda. 
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan helped the county during Ragbrai and has been working with the school about patrolling when school starts. Radio updates was discussed again, Chief Dugan is still working on this.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, discussed the repairs of the jetter truck. Motion by Blickenderfer second by Moen to purchase a new pump for $9,700 from Mid-Iowa Solid Waste Equipment. All ayes, motion carried. Council compliments Van Hauen on the new LED stop signs at the aquatic center. Moen asked if the honey wagon was up and running for sludge removal this fall. Van Hauen stated he ordered a new PTO cable and it should be ready to go.
Kohl Avery was present for PeopleService. There was concern about a large amount of algae growth at the lagoon. Screens or sunshades where discussed to help prevent algae growth. Tom Madden SEH was present and talked about other cities and will look into a possible solutions.
New Business
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Hicok, to approve Resolution No. 2022-23, “Resolution Approving FY23 SFR.” Roll call vote: Blickenderfer aye, Moen aye, Hicok aye, and Bailey aye. Motion carried
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2022-24, “Resolution Approving Three Year Audit Proposal.” All ayes, motion carried.
PeopleService contract pay increase was not needed on the agenda.
Laird Law represents North Iowa Electric and presented the city with an easement for driveway usage between Specialty Engineering and North Iowa Electric. Moen made a motion to agree to the easement, second by Hicok. All ayes, motion carried.
Old Business
Discussion of 1st Street Bridge with Tom Madden from SEH. Madden discussed different options to help with the drainage on the 1st street Bridge. The most cost effective option would be to place riprap on the west side of the bridge to help with drainage. 
Ordinance 104, curb stand repairs was presented to council. This will be placed on future agendas for more discussion.
