Citizen Participation

Dave Dutcher addressed the council about a storm water issue on his property. Dutcher stated that storm water is draining onto his property and suggested the water be directed more toward the river. Discussion was made about the issue and possible resolutions for it.
Dana Ford also addressed the council about two Ash trees that are in the city right in front of his house. Ford recently had an arborist evaluate the trees and confirmed Emerald Ash Borer. The city is aware of Emerald Ash Borer and will be working on a plan to start removal of Ash trees.
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, was present for questions. Chief Dugan attended sexual assault training in August and has noticed more calls last month than normal. Chief Dugan also complimented the city office staff for helping him with computer needs.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, delivered the honey wagon and tractor to the wastewater plant and is ready for sludge removal. The jetter pump should be in in the next week and will be working on that. Van Hauen presented two bids for cleaning and televising the buried manhole on 5th st alley. Blickenderfer made a motion to accept Visu-Sewer bid of $300.00 per hour port to port, second by Pederson. All ayes, motion carried. The aquatic center is in need of re-painting and small crack/caulk repair. Van Hauen received an estimate from Mongan Painting, the same company that painted the pool when it was built, for $47,634.00. Pederson made a motion to hire Mongan Painting for $47,634.00, seconded by Bailey. All ayes, motion carried. Blickenderfer did ask Martin if she would reach out to Adam’s Foundation for help.
There was no representation from PeopleService. Council discussed water leak report and sludge removal. Bailey wanted it stated that per PeopleService contract, the city will provide the tractor and wagon for sludge removal. If PeopleService would like to hire out the removal of sludge the city will not be in favor of paying for the service.
New Business
Renee Bartling, Library Director, was present to present the annual report for the library. There were no questions for Bartling.
David Wherry, WHKS, presented the council with a packet of paperwork. Wherry presented the change order No. 2 as the formal documents to cut the curb. Blickenderfer made a motion to approved change order No 2 with Old Mill Pond Improvements Project for $1635.00, seconded by Hicok. All ayes, motion carried. Discussion was made on the final payment of $10,515.14 for the Old Mill Pond Improvement project. Motion by Blickenderfer to approve the final payment, seconded by Hicok. All ayes, motion carried. Discussion was made about the late start date on the project and the added dollar amount for it. Council was also questioning the amount extra for the cutting of the curb. Park and Rec did address the council and stated the contractor will be reimbursing a small amount of funds back to Park and Rec. Mayor Hassman addressed the council that if the contractor is giving some reimbursement then the council can agree the curb cutting is not the city’s responsibility. Anything above the final payment would be the responsibility of WHKS. Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Pederson, to approve Resolution No. 2022-28, “Resolution Accepting Work.” All ayes, motion carried. Council discussion was made about not being in favor of Amendment No 1. No motion, motion died.
There was no representation from SEH at the meeting but was provided with options for the drainage on the NorthWest side of the 1st Street bridge. Council discussed both options, one was cement style blocks and riprap. Dain Mann was present as his property borders the city right away. There was talk about legal aspect of the property lines and getting the bridge drainage correct. Discussion will continue next month.

Mayor Hassman wanted to present a proposal of the city willingness to own Buffalo Run Golf Course but lease it to a 501©3 group. The group will raise the money to purchase the course, pay for the maintenance, hire a club manager, and take on all the financial responsibilities of the course. 
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Hicok, to approve Resolution No. 2022-25, “Resolution Approving to Destroy Records.” All ayes, motion carried.
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2022-26, “Resolution Approving the FY22 Annual Financial Report.” All ayes, motion carried.

Resolution 2022-27 “Certify Delinquent” was not needed as the resident had paid their outstanding bill.
Council discussed the treatment of Buckthorn’s in the Adam’s Foundation woods that was gifted to the city. Adam’s Foundation will fund the removal. Blickenderfer made a motion for the removal of the Buckthorn, seconded by Hicok. All ayes, motion carried.
Communication Report
Martin asked if council had any questions about her clerk report. No questions.
