Citizen Participation
Cindy Hohenfield was present and discussed the 8th Street line. There was discussion about clearing out the line yearly.
Department Reports
Jessie Dugan, Police Chief, present for questions. Chief Dugan updated the council on the Dodge squad car repairs. Council discussed the sheriff bill. Mayor Hassman will be in contact with the Sheriff department to re-new our 28E agreement in the following months.
Bill Van Hauen, Public Works Director, presented the council with a rental agreement for a street sweeper. Van Hauen will rent the unit for a month and will be able to vacuum out storm sewers as well as cleaning the streets. The aquatic center is done for the season, the only thing left is blowing out the bathhouse lines. Van Hauen will contact a local plumber to help verify it’s done correctly. 
Kohl Avery was present for any questions for PeopleService. Avery updated the council on water hydrant flushing, things needing updated at the WWTP, and leak detection report. Quotes will be obtained during budget time to discuss where the money would be coming from.
Park and Rec discussion took place about Lookout Point Parking Lot bidding. WHKS bid was for $18,000. Blickenderfer made a motion to approve WHKS engineering for Lookout Point Parking Lot per recommendation of park and rec board, Pederson seconded the motion. Blickenderfer, Pederson, and Hicok ayes; Moen and Bailey nays. 

Discuss was made about the state of the Nora Springs skate park. The skate park is in dire need of repair and will need to be torn down. Park and rec board would like to see a shelter house with picnic tables where the skate park was. Council asked about putting a skate park back when the old one is removed. Wood will contact the park and rec board requesting a quote for a new skate park equipment. Blickenderfer made a motion to remove the skate park and look at other options for replacement, seconded by Bailey. All ayes motion carried.
Park and Rec also had bids for the new slide to be installed at Boulder Park. The slide was purchased using Adam Foundation Funds as well as the slide installation. Moen made a motion to approve Mike’s Welding to install the slide with the condition that Adam Foundation funds will be used, for $6,650.00, seconded by Blickenderfer. All ayes, motion carried.
A hand rail/guard rail is being asked by park and rec to be installed south of the shelter house at the Old Mill Pond parking lot. Park and Rec asked Brallier Fabrication to submit a bid for the fabrication and installation. Blickenderfer made a motion to install the guard rail for $1,095 using park and rec funds, second by Pederson. All ayes, motion carried.

After the end of the year, there will be open park and rec committee members. There will also be pool committee member openings. Mayor Hassman will help recruit new members. 

New Business



The farmer that farms the Adam’s woods/fields has requested to remove a bin from the site. Discussion was made
Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2023-28, “Resolution for Approving SFR for FY23.” All ayes, motion carried.

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Bailey, to approve Resolution No. 2023-29, “Resolution for investing library funds into a CD.” All ayes, motion carried.

The Nora Springs Library Annual Report was presented to the council. Renee Bartling, library director, was present to discuss the report and answer any questions. Bartling discussed the various programs that were offered. Most programs were funded by grants.

Brad Sabin, Iowa Northern Railroad, was present to discuss the railroad and outreach to communities.

Motion by Blickenderfer, seconded by Moen, to approve Resolution No. 2023-30, “Resolution providing for Notice of Hearing on Proposed Amendment to the Revitalization Plan for Nora Springs Urban Revitalization Area.” All ayes, motion carried.
